Helpful Hints

Things have changed at the DMV in California,
not all for the better. Here are a few things |
recommend when going there.

1) Change your address when yoslipposed to with
the DMV, not just the post office. DMV paperwork
is not forwarded by the post office. This will reduce
your need to go as there are many things you can do
online or through the mail.

2) Make an appointment. Wait times are now
regularly ove three hours due to recent changes.
Appointments still get priority and won't be waiting
very long at all. Keep in mind that appointments may
be a few weeks out as well, so plan ahead.

3) Read the website firstttp://www.dmv.ca.gov/ is
the site. The whasite has lots of information about
everything DMV and is quite helpful.

4) You don't need a "Real ID" yet. If your driver
license or ID expires before October 2020, get it then

instead. Why wait hours for something you don't
need? Even after October 2030ur driver license /

ID is still valid, just cannot be used to fly
domestically. TSA accepts quite a few other
documents which you may already have. Check their
site to see what they accept.

6) Vehicle registrations expire on the same day every
year. Check the date on your r&gation if you have
not received a renewal notice. You can also pay the
fees before expiration (up to 60 days prior) to avoid
penalties, regardless of whether or not you need a
smog certificate or insurance. If you pay online and
you get a smog later, youregistration will be
automatically mailed to you, no need to go to the
DMV at all. This is one of the many reasons it is
important to make sure your address is correct with
the DMV.
